Greg Butler tells me that he and Gary Brennan have made at
least 400 corflute markers and he has material to make even
more, so that will be plenty for the next meeting.

The toilet situation at the camp is still unsolved. We will
probably hire some portable toilets from Whyalla to get us by
for next March. Ideally we would like to aquire another toilet
block similar to the pair we aready have, but we can't do that
just yet.
