Once you turn off at the DLRA sign this is private road
and we have permission to only use this road and stick
to the posted speed limits. We especially ask that you
do not drive out on any of the other roads from the
DRLA camp, we do not have permission to use these
roads.

Another thing that will make life for all run a bit
smoother, at the enfrance to the lake stay to the left,
especially in the mornings. So that official vehicles and
record run enfrants can use the right side.

UNLEADED FUEL

In September 2019 the Australian Government through
the Department of Environment has phased out the
purchasing of leaded fuel for all types of vehicles other
than aircraft. If you still have reserves of leaded fuel you
are still permitted to use it so long as the diuretic value
complies with the class, you are in.
