DLRA RULE BOOK

Further to what | reported in the last newsletter the Chief Car
Inspector has put forward that the 3.B Car Roll Cage section of
the rule book be rewritten. We fry to closely align our rule book
with that of the SCTA, but this is one area where the time has
come for us to do more. We reckon this area of the rule book
has not been updated for at least 10 to 15 years and roll cage
technology and design has moved on alotin that fime, also the
diagrams shown are heavily biased towards chassis vehicles.
Lionelhas been getting more and more calls about guidance
when building roll cages, especially for monocoque style cars.
So, the fime isright to do arewrite of the role cage section. He
and Gary Satara, our Rulebook Coordinator are looking to have
something back to the committee for the next meeting which
will be early September. There will be more information about
body plates and gussets and locations. Also, identification of
cutting points that can be used by our Fire and Rescue crew in
the event of an accident. (This was a rule infroduced last year
and was going to be a part of inspection this year, but that did
not happen did it.)
If you are currently building a car, | would advise holding
off completing the cage until the new rules are formulated.
NOTE: In most instances, these rules will not be backdated,
especially for cars that have already competed. There may
be some occurrences where these cars will be required to add
additional bars, braces or gussets, but it is not going to stop you
from racing.
